Every mission program | was privileged to
visit, every glorious church | entered and all the faithful believers | had the opportunity to meet, humbled me
to know God is ever present during the joys of our lives and the valleys.

Let us lift up our brothers and sisters in Christ in Eastern & Central Europe, as they continue to emerge out of
a 70 year wilderness experience.
